Pool Rules:

7am - sundown
No lifeguard on duty — swim
at your own risk.
Shower before entering the
pool.
Children who are not toilet-
trained must wear swim
diapers.
No running, diving, or rough
play on the pool deck.
Food and drinks are allowed
in designated areas only.

Basketball Rules:
7am-10:30pm

Basketball is on a first-
come, first-serve basis
unless reserved.
No hanging on the rim or
backboard.
Limit play to 30 minutes if
others are waiting.
Only rubber-soled athletic
shoes allowed.
A maximum of 10 people
will be allowed on the court
for basketball.

Guest Policy

¢ No more than 3 guests allowed at any given time per membership.

e Guests age 5 and under are free, but must still be signed in.

e Guests age 6-14 must be signed in and a fee of $5 per guest will be charged to
member’'s account.

e Guests age 15 & up must be signed in and a fee of $10 per guest will be charged to
member’'s account.
